I have news regarding using ASLA here in Listuguj, there are about 100 or so people being taught the language at the present time.
Some of the comments are, "I have been to every language class in the past fifteen years, but I have learned more  using this new method"  or, "I have learned more Mi'gmaw in the last week than I have for the past ten years using different ways"

Reaction from the students are very positive.
-they are very excited to learn the Mig'maw language,
-eager to help each other,
-making attempts to use what they have learned
-students come into the classroom excited to begin,
-students surprise themselves at what they have learned in such a short time
-students find themselves thinking of Mi'gmaw words in everyday activities
-students love the fact there is no homework, no reading, no writing
involved and are able to hear how the word is said by the Mi'gmaw speaker
-some students wish to attend evening classes in addition to our classes
-students are reluctant to leave after their allotted time, often staying behind to ask for more

Needless to say we are all quite excited at how well the program has
developed so quickly. I would like to convey to you the heart felt gratitude of the students and teachers who are teaching them, because of your insight and dedication they feel they now have a good chance to learn their language.
